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/" Let’s Get Those Muscles in Shape...
Before your child holds a pencil and starts writing, you may want to do the activities listed below to
strengthen the muscles in their arms, wrist, fingers, and hands.

1. Arm exercises: Arm circles, throwing a ball overhand and underhand, and holding onto a bar and

hanging.

2. Wrist exercises: Laying on tummy and resting chin on hands while watching TV and/or hearing a

story and painting at an easel.

3. Finger exercises: Picking up things with ice tongs and tweezers, doing finger rhymes, doing
puzzles, playing with any kind of snap blocks, painting with a big paintbrush, drawing with big
crayons and/or markers, finger painting, lacing, stringing, sewing and buttoning.

Hand exercises: Playing with play dough, silly putty, clay, and kneading flour.
When your child is ready to begin writing his/her name, PLEASE, teach them to use upper
and lowercase letters and to start at the top!
